Grateful Urology Patient Donates $25 Million

A $25 million grant from the James M.
Cox Foundation will launch new patient-
centered care models at Emory designed
to improve patient experiences and
outcomes. Prostate cancer care will be
the initial clinical focus of the model.
"This generous gift from the Cox
Foundation will create an opportunity to
translate some of our most successful
initiatives in Emory Medicine across key
clinical areas and accelerate our ability
to deliver the highest quality health care
along with the most satisfactory patient y <y

Larsen, MD, DPhil, dean of Emory University School of Medicine and vice president for health center integration in Emory’s
Woodruff Health Sciences Center. "Our primary concern is serving our patients and their families both effectively and
efficiently."

"The idea for our gift is rooted in my recent experiences with the health care system," said Jim Kennedy, chairman of Cox
Enterprises and grandson of company founder James M. Cox. "We want it to be easier and less stressful for patients and their
families whenever they face serious health issues. The leaders at Emory will transform the health care experience not only for
patients and families, but also for the entire health care team. We believe Emory can serve as a national model for improved
health care delivery." The gift creates two endowed chairs affiliated with the Winship Cancer Institute to enable Emory
Medicine physician leaders to focus on change initiatives and research to improve patient care. John J. Pattaras, MD, associate
professor of urology, and Peter Rossi, MD, associate professor of radiation oncology, who both specialize in prostate cancer,
will help lead the new initiative.

New Faculty - Dr. Christopher Filson

Dr. Filson joined Emory Urology as Assistant Professor with clinical interest in urologic oncology. This
includes management of complex urological malignancies such as laparoscopic and robotic surgical
procedures as well as focal therapy techniques with state-of-the-art technology. Dr. Filson has particular
focus on active surveillance of prostate cancer with novel biomarkers and targeted biopsies using MRI-
ultrasound fusion advanced technology. Dr. Filson received his undergraduate education from the UC
Berkeley, medical and Masters degree in Health Care Research and urology residency traning from the
University of Michigan, and fellowship training in Urologic Oncology from UCLA. Dr. Filson’s primary
practice and research will be at the Atlanta VA Medical Center. He will also have limited clinical activity at
Emory Saint Joseph’s Hospital.

Dr. Petros - VA Merit Research Grant (Kidney Cancer) :
Dr. Petros was awarded a new VA Merit Research grant entitled “Novel Diagnostic Tests for Renal Cell ‘J_ .
Carcinoma.” The three-year federal grant ($650,000) will allow Dr. Petros and co-investigators (From |
Urology - Drs. Arnold, Master, Pattaras, Ogan; Nephrology - Drs. Gorbatkin, Franch; Pathology - Drs.
Osunkoya, Ritchie, Rossi; Primary Care - Dr. Roberts) to study two new tests for kidney cancer. The
ultimate clinical translation seeks to improve kidney cancer detection.
